HELENA TRAP CLUB
SAFETY RULES

1. Treat all firearms as if they are loaded. Never point a firearm
at another shooter. Watch your muzzle!

2. Eye and hearing protection is recommended while shooting.

3. No shooter shall have consumed any alcoholic beverage
prior to shooting.

4. No alcoholic beverages are allowed upon the firing line or
upon the sidewalks behind the firing line.

5. All shotguns must be unloaded and actions open when trans-
porting to and from the g
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6. Shotguns will be placed in the gun rack with the actions open.
Break open shotguns will be closed in the gun rack. No
loaded guns are allowed except while on the firing line and
ready to fire.

7. All shotguns will be unloaded and actions open before anyone
goes downrange to the trap house.

8.  Alcoholic beverages may be consumed only after shooting
and only within the Clubhouse, the porch of the Clubhouse,
or its immediate vicinity.
